only to those with a Local Ministerôs License, a District License, and prospective 
Ministers of Music who qualify according to the Manual, 410.  

Courses  
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There are seven general courses administered by the Ministerial Studies Board; 
Elder, Deacon of Administration, Deacon of Compassionate Ministries, Deacon of 
Christian Education, Deacon of Music Ministries, Deacon of Youth Ministries, and Lay 
Minister (Handbook of Ministerial Studies).  

No one will not be ordained without having completed their respective courses. 
An exception to this is provided for all commissioned song evangelists who held this 
status immediately prior to t he 1986 assembly season. Those becoming commissioned 
song evangelists will complete the deacon track in music ministries. Those interested in 
commissioned or registered song evangelistsô credentials should study carefully all 
requirements as listed in Handbook on Ministerial Studies, 446, ñThe Song Evangelist.ò 

Modes of Study  
The options for the course of study are listed below (by preference) as 

recommended and approved by the Illinois District Ministerial Studies Board. 
     1. A Nazarene university or an accredited university, pursuing a degree in a 

religious field of study.  
     2. Nazarene Theological Seminary. 
     3. Nazarene Bible College or NBC Online (a degree-bound program).  
     4. Olivet Nazarene University online modular program. 
     5. Nazarene Bible College: NBC Track (non-degree program that meets 

requirements for ordination).  
The Course of Study is under the immediate supervision of the District Board of 

Ministerial Studies. Students are advised to pursue preparation or ordination by 
selecting one of the above -mentioned modes of study. Each student is assigned an 
advisor to work with in establishing a plan of study.  

The courses required of college students are in the Manual, 424.3. The 
competency statements for ministerial education are listed in Manual, 424.3. All college 
and university programs must meet these competency statements for course of study.  

C. REGULATIONS FOR MINISTERIAL COURSE OF STUDY  
1. It is no longer necessary for students to purchase the Sourcebook for 

Ministerial Development. This information and more can now be found on the Clergy 
Education website (http://nazarenepastor.org/clergyeducation/ ) A Candidate Handbook 
can be downloaded for free from http://www.nazarenepastor.org/Clergy  
Education/LinkClick.aspx?link=Resources%2fUSAHB.pdf&tabid=74&mid=501. 

2. Each student is encouraged to take four courses each year. The general 
church requires 2 courses per year to be passed to allow a student to continue. 
However, after the district license is granted to a student, only ten years are allowed to 
complete the 24 required courses (Manual 427.4).  Thus, the Illinois District encourages 
students to complete 4 courses per year. All course work must be completed by the end 
of the assembly year (April) in order for the student to receive credit for that assembly 
year. The only exception is for those students enrolled in an institution of higher 
learning in which the class may not conclude until after the board meets in May.  

3. A student is placed in a study level based on the number of courses completed 
regardless of the level of the courses. The only exception is that the course on the 
Manual of the Church of the Nazarene must be completed before level one is

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considered complete (unless the student is enrolled in a religion program at a Nazarene 
institution) and before the student is eligible for a district license.  

4. The secretary may not enroll anyone except by written let ter from the 
applicant to include the following information: name (first, middle and last); address; 
telephone number; e-mail address; course of study desired; church where current 
membership is held; letter of recommendation from the church pastor where 
membership is held; copy of local license granted by that church; and official transcripts 
from colleges or other schools beyond high school. It will be the obligation of the 
student to see that all the information is sent to the Secretary of the District B oard of 
Ministerial Studies. An application form will be made available for anyone expressing 
interest in enrolling with the Board of Ministerial Studies.  

5. Prior to being issued a graduation certificate, all students must be reviewed by 
the Ministerial Studies Board. The only exceptions are Nazarene Bible College graduates 
of the Bible Studies Course who are immediately issued a graduation certificate. No 
student will be graduated from the course of study without completing an internship 
program. 

6. When a student moves to another district, the Secretary of the Board of 
Ministerial Studies should transfer the studentôs records to the new district by contacting 
the secretary of that districtôs Board of Ministerial Studies. Students are strongly advised 
to keep copies of course record sheets and final grades. The District is not responsible 
for loss of data when transferring to another district.  

7. Candidates should be prepared to appear annually before the Board of 
Ministerial Studies. These meetings are scheduled as follows: Effingham-Saturday, 
March 7, 2009 and Nazarene Acres-Friday, May 15, 2009.  

8. Files for inactive students will be maintained by the Board of Ministerial 
Studies for no longer than 10 years. 

9. Students are required to keep an active e-mail account while enrolled in the 
course of study. 

College Students  
College students are responsible to submit to the board documentary evidence of 

academic standing in harmony with Manual, 427.1, 427.4. 
College students are reminded to plan their curriculum in harmony with Manual, 

424.1 and 424.3. Yearly updates should be submitted to the Secretary of the Board of 
Ministerial Studies. The Board of Ministerial Studies will evaluate the final transcript at 
graduation, and no requirements stated in the Manua l will be waived. 

D. CONTINUING EDUCATION  
 ñOnce a minister has fulfilled the expectations of the educational foundations for 

ministry, he or she will continue a pattern of lifelong learning to enhance the ministry of 
which God has called him or her. A minimum expectation is 20 contact hours each year 
(2 accredited continuing education units (CEUôs) (Manual 424.6). 

In order to facilitate the fulfillment of this requirement, a number of qualified 
events will be promoted through the district and by other mean s. An individual may 
receive CEUôs by participating in a qualified event sponsored by the district, the general 
church, one of our colleges or universities or other approved method. When CEUôs are 
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available for a sponsored event, notification of the same w ill be made at the event and 
the participants will have the opportunity to sign up for credits. Credits will be based 
upon the participant attending the entire event and fulfilling other requirements (if 
applicable) for the event (such as extra reading or writing when appropriate). In all 
cases, it is the individual participantôs responsibility to qualify him or herself for CEU 
credits.  

The Board of Ministerial Studies shall appoint a Continuing Education Director 
who shall be responsible to facilitate CEU qualified events and to resource individuals in 
obtaining CEU credits for events attended. Individuals may also contact the Office of the 
Ministry directly with questions or for qualifying and awarding CEU credits for courses 
taken. All determination of CEU qualifications shall be made by the Office of the 
Ministry. All records of CEUôs obtained shall be retained by the Office of the Ministry and 
by the individual himself/herself. Courses taken for degree programs are not eligible for 
CEU credit.

Asbeck, Ronald Lundahl, Wade Stine and Vashti Wilburn.  Retired Ministers and their 
spouses were introduced by Dr. Spruce and Dr. Warrick presented them a plaque and a 
check from the district ;  Dennis Anglin, Irving Wayne Brock, Gilbert Douglas Romine 
and Joseph H. Techau.    

The Apostlesô Creed was recited by the congregation and the hymn ñHoliness 
Unto The Lordò was sang by the congregation led by Rev. Gregg Sowards.  Rev. 
Douglas Haynes, district secretary led the ordinands into the tabernacle and presented 
them to General Superintendent, Dr. J. K. Warrick.    

Dr. Warrick received the ordinands and examined them by asking pertinent 
questions and receiving appropriate responses.   

A portion from the Manual was read by Rev. Ruth Yates and the minister choir 
sang ñHow Firm A Foundationò.

                         How Do We Get A Vision for Missions At Home?  
                                         ñDoing Small Things with Great Loveò 
     The sanctuary was dark and quiet at night.  Old hymnals and floor polish made the 
air muggy and stale.  But down the hall in the annex there was  noise and laughter ï  
and the smell of fish sizzling in the pan.  Something was happening! I was there 
because of Sundayôs announcement:  ñMenôs catfish supper!  Come one, come all! Free 
of charge on the first Thursday of each month, 6:00 p.m.  Donôt miss out, now!ò   
     I was also there because my buddies and I could run through the church and create 
havoc for Mr. Lucky, the janitor.  Life was easier for him when dad took another church.  
Memories are still clear 50 years later: French fries and catfish fried in grease, lots of 
laughs, bad manners, no moms ï just guys and all the R.C. you could drink.   
     The suppers did not have the finery of a womanôs touch, because the same guys 
who caught the fish also set the table and did the cooking ï plus in those days not 
many guys cared about finesse.  It was a dukeôs mixture of men: Sunday School 
teachers and alcoholics, board members and neôer-do-wells, high school dropouts, 
educators, electricians, men who lived in brick homes ï and men whose homes were in 
swamps.   
     A common bond brought us together: catfish!  Guys were there for the fish.  I was 
there for a little mischief.  Some were there on a mission because they truly cared 
about others.   
    So how does a church address the Great Commission and the Great Commandment?  
ñDonôt worry about doing great things for God,ò Mother Teresa said.  ñJust do small 
things with great love.ò   
     A meal, a safe hug, a kind word, a warm welcome.  Making disciples and loving 
neighbors have their genesis ï and genius ï in doing what seems small with great love.  

FIRST, KEEP YOUR MISSION CLEAR  
     Our Lord made clear the Great Commission: ñGo and make disciples of all nations,  
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and 
teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you.ò      
     Phineas Breseeôs view of the early Nazarenes in 1906 was simple: ñOur church is 
preeminently a missionary church.  It knows no difference between home and foreign 
missions.ò  Breseeôs observation prophetically foreshadowed our current denominational 
mission, ñTo make Christlike disciples in the nations.ò  The Illinois District mission 
statement identifies us ï ñWe exist to develop healthy, multiplying, holiness churches 
and pastors.ò 
     Mission statements are vital to a groupôs identity & reason for being in business.  
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But just because you work for a firm or attend a church that has a mission statement 
does not mean that their mission statement is yours.   
     Missionary churchémaking Christlike disciples in the nationsédeveloping healthy, 
multiplying, holiness, churches and pastors.  What does it sound like? Impossible? 
Irrelevant?  Unless you buy-in personally, mission statements are only good for wall 
plaques.  
     Before he was fired as Nebraskaôs head football coach after three losing seasons, 
Frank Solich said after another bad loss, ñWell, our kids had a hard time today because 
they just didnôt show up for the game.ò  For Nebraska fans it brought painful definition 
to the old taunt that the  ñNò on their teamôs helmets stands for ñknowledgeò.  
Indifference to the daily mission demoralizes a team ï football or church.   
     But the fish fry was a guy thing that turned into a God thing.  Because in time even 
a kid like me could see genuine life change in addicts who became ushers, and rough 
cuts who became humble men of God.  We did not even know the word ñmissionalò 
then, but reduced to its core missional means ñitôs about somebody else, itôs not about 
me.ò  So the fish-fry of my youth is in m y adult years a metaphor for the churchôs 
mission.   
     Mother remembers when Nazarenes shunned jewelry to prove their godliness.   
Mom never went to seminary but her ecclesiology was sound.  She knew the churchôs 
mission and her practice of it went deeper than not wearing a wedding band.  Instead, 
vagrants at the parsonage door received a sandwich and a jar of tea.  
     Elton Trueblood, in The Incendiary Fellowship, reflected upon early 20th century 
Free Methodists and Nazarenes who rejected jewelry and cosmetics.  He wrote, 
ñPersons who combine self-discipline and imaginative compassion will use their energy 
and money to help other peopleé The love of Christ makes a visible difference in the 
love of men.ò  As a missional standard, letôs see if that difference is evident on our own 
district:  
Á Missional churches reach across racial and cultural barriers.   

     We have a 2008 worship attendance of 193 in six non-white churches but a 2006 
census population of nearly 250,000 African Americans, Koreans and Hispanics on our 
district.  Arcola Spanish has seen an explosion of growth in children, teens and 
unchurched families.  Could your church handle another culture?  
Á Missional churches honor the needs of others.   

     Tom Nees wrote, ñGrowing churcheséare convinced that they are not the target 
audience.  This may be the most significant distinction between growing and no -growth 
churches.  ñGrowing churches are willing to give up their ópreferencesô, or the way they 
like things done, in order to remove the barrier s ï often unrecognized ï that keep 
unchurched people from attending and joining.ò  Caseyôs Celebrate Recovery program 
reaches people other churches have missed!   
Á Missional churches commit to compassion evangelism.   

     Mother Teresa gave her life in service to the bodies and souls of people nobody else 
wanted to touch.  The poorest of the poor in Calcutta, those dying with AIDS, were the 
object of her love.  Collinsville Good Samaritan Ministries is seeing the Book of Acts 
come to life in Washington Park.  Their challenging inner-city neighborhood is being 
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fed, clothed, counseled and loved into the Kingdom.  Decatur Oak Grove just received 
IRS approval making ñHopeful Heart Ministriesò an officially recognized charitable 
organization! 
Á Missional churches know that the multiplication of churches is local church 

driven, not denomination driven.   
     Bob Roberts, Jr., in The Multiplying Church, writes ñChurch planting organizations 
have their place ï that of servicing local churches.  ñChurches start churches, and they 
cannot pay someone elseéto do what God has specifically called the local church to do 
ï start new churches.  The very best resources will come not from denominationsébut 
from practitioners in the field who are involved in movements.  ñThere should be 
standards, accountability, & processes that are uniform and organized.  The irony is that 
noédenomination will have a future in the global church planting movement unless the 
churches that are affiliated with it are in the fields.ò  Vandalia experiences New 
Testament love from their mother church, Pana.  Urbana Lighthouse ministers to 
children and teens, and Ogden Church supported them for many months. 
     I want now to speak about Nazarene Acres and our mission as a district. This is the 
third time  in eight years that your superintendents and leaders have come before 
district assemblies to face financial issues surrounding the Acres.  It has be a 
challenging journey, weighing the pros and cons of our future.  We have failed to create 
a climate whereby the Acres is self-sustaining, but please allow me to recall three brief 
ways we sincerely tried. 
     One, we purchased 120 acres a few years ago.  Downside: it was expensive and we 
never have developed it. Upside: it greatly raised our appraised value & nets us 
$20,000 annually in perpetuity.  
     Two, we increased the user fee for those who come to Nazarene Acres.  Downside: 
it was unpopular because it was too much too late.  Upside: we had enough to pay ALL 
the bills for our combined youth camps this  year! 
     Three, we incorporated the Acres with the idea of writing grants.  Downside: time -
consuming legal work and technicalities delayed us.  Upside: we found out grants pay 
for projects but wonôt solve our real problem. 
     The essential problem we face is lack of operating income to pay all the bills.  The 
good news is that the bills are paid every year!  The bad news is that since thereôs not 
enough revenue, expenses are paid out of district funds at the bank.  Our historical 
error is having given the impression that users can attend here and someone else will 
pay the major portion of the bill.  So, my 40 year late apology.  Except for 1 year, users 
have not paid for utilities, insurance, maintenance and salaries. 
     There are three things missional districts can always do when facing such a tension. 

1. Missional districts keep their mission clear.   
     I lift up once again the mission of our district ï to ñdevelop healthy, multiplying, 
holiness churches and pastors.ò  The most significant missional challenge we have faced 
in a generation is embracing the districtôs mission in light of operating our campground.  
The core mission of any camp ministry comes down to what  is done rather than  
where  it is done.  What is done here is spiritual formation.  That is the mission. Where 
the mission is fulfilled is secondary to the mission itself.    
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     Should we have camping programs elsewhere we do not lose our vision for camps,  
nor do we lose all things Christian, holiness and missional; we are & will be Nazarenes.  
 Those values reflect our theological DNA, not the necessity of property ownership.  In 
the same way that shunning jewelry never did define our mission seventy years ago, 
owning an insolvent camp facility does not define our essential mission today.  But 
Nazarene Acres is so much a part of us that it has become synonymous with what we 
are supposed to do.  No, the truth  is that what we are supposed to do is to help local 
churches start new works, and strengthen the pastors and churches that we have.    
     It is very true that having a camping facility is not the reason we have closed so 
many churches.  Churches die just like people.  But at the same time, over the last forty 
years we have closed about forty churches yet heavily invested financially in our camp. 
 The tempest that may brew in our hearts about funding our camp is nothing compared 
to the storms that rage in the lives of unchurched people in towns where there is no 
holiness church. 

2. Missional districts understand their culture.      
     By the time Karen and I arrived 37 years ago church culture had changed 
remarkably.  The die had been cast: most people had air-conditioning and the camp did 
not.  So assemblies were moved to churches with AC.  Not to lose the camp crowd we 
provided air-conditioning, yet attendance declined while utilities and insurance 
increased.    
     By 2007, about 10% of morning worship attendance came here on the average 
night.  Does this mean that our people back home are not Godly? No, it means that 
90% no longer vi ew driving to a camp meeting facility as a primary means of spiritual 
development.  They view your local church as the place to meet God in community with 
His people.  Your church is local and accessible.  The Acres is at some distance for most 
folks. 

3. Missional districts face difficult financial challenges.    
     Last year in round numbers we received $66,000 in total camp revenue but we gave 
an extra $117,000 to pay all the bills at Nazarene Acres. We are crunched between 
increased costs, low attendance and decreased giving.  For all our budgets assessed, 
drains on district funds, coffee mugs sold and pledges made, we still have not turned 
this campground into a solvent business venture.   
     Last year, .25 cents of every dollar given to the Illinois Di strict went to operate 
Nazarene Acres. Camp expenses have exceeded camp revenue by about two to four 
times annually in the last five years.   If the Acres was not part of your district budget, 
your percentage would drop to from 18.3% to 16.4% of the total a mount raised, or 
almost a 2% reduction in budgets, which could assist next yearôs campers. 
     ñI am taking radiation for cancer for five weeks and cannot attend camp this year. 
Please do the best you can to save Nazarene Acres until Jesus comes.  I care.ò  Like a 
classic Greek tragedy, her letter had all the tug-of-war of the human spirit: late in years, 
sick with cancer, yearning to be here yet giving a widowôs mite.  Her enclosed check for 
$200 frames the issue for us in a striking manner.  If the 1,000  people who attend our 
largest service each gave that much weôd collect $200,000.  Annually.  But that has 
never happened, has it?  
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     Moreover, we never had enough users when the rates were cheaper, and we surely 
donôt now with the additional user fee.  But, we need to be galvanized to action one 
way or the other.  Either we must give our own dollars to operate this place like the 
business it deserves to be, and cease our good-natured fussing about the enormous 
costs it takes to have a camp.  Or, we need to be courageous enough to let it go.  
Camping will still go on someplace.  But we dare not rest in the illusion that district 
money should pay for property that people want us to keep but donôt want to support 
financially.   
     Our problem is not lack of fervor.  It is lack of fervor in the right direction! The 
advisory board, Mission Strategy Team, Board of Directors and Finance Committee 
accept the fact that multiple issues have worked against us for a number of years.  
More importantly, our missional focus has shifted to face a compelling question: ñHow 
are we going to spend our money and what are we going to do about Illinois?ò  The 
task at hand is what to do with our own church health, declining statistics and new 
starts to reach more lost souls. 
     If you want to give money, would you like to give it there? Statistics show that more 
people are saved in new churches than established churches.  The district advisory 
board will present a motion tomorrow requesting your permission to place this proper ty 
for sale in a timely and wise manner.  Itôs all about mission.  So, first, keep your mission 
clear.    
                                  SECOND, LOVE YOUR NEIGHBOR NOW           
      The lawyer asked, ñWho is my neighbor?ò Jesus answered, ñOnce there was a man 
who owned a very large farm on the Red River in northeast Texas.  He had little time 
for God.  He was profane, callous and busy, so religious leaders ignored him.  Plus polio 
had crippled his son.  In all his misery, the farmer felt unnecessary to church.  But 
along came a pastor, an ordinary Joe.   
     He spent time with the farmer and grew to love the man with the crippled son and 
aching heart.  He prayed with him.  He listened to him.  Amazingly, the farmer warmed 
up to his new friend with the o pen heart and invited him and his family out to the farm. 
The two of them and their sons hunted possum in the swamp after dark, and the next 
afternoon had a feast of barbecued possum.  In return, the ordinary Pastor Joe invited 
the farmer to attend church with him.   
     Proper religious folk were not impressed the Sunday he showed up, rough-cut and 
uncouth, straw hat and blue jeans.  But Rabbi Joe was, for he had been caring for him 
just as he was: disordered and wayward, friendless and messy.ò   
     Then Jesus turned to the lawyer: óWhich of these do you think was the real 
neighbor?ô  The lawyer said, óIn court Iôd say it was the ordinary Joe who cared so 
much.  But Iôd venture a weekôs wages that the farmer was learning to be a neighbor, 
too.ô Jesus said, ñGood for you.  Go see what you can do with your clients.ò 
     Our Lord has a way of catching us off guard and when we least expect it, shattering 
our comfortable illusions about responsible compassion to our neighbor.  For as you 
come painfully to see, love of neighbor means participatory involvement and sacrificial 
devotion.  There comes a sense of immediacy regarding neighbors who know too little 
of Jesus, and too much of what represents worldly assault and priestly indifference.  
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What are we to make of our culture ï this ragtag collection of illiterates, intellectuals 
and workaholics too busy for church?   
     Stripped to its essence, the Great Commandment hangs on how well you do with 
such a small thing as a fish fry.  Or to paraphrase Mother Teresa, love your neighbor 
one fish at a time.  The great commandment is to ñlove the Lord your God with all your 
heart, soul, mind and strength, and your neighbor as yourself.ò  Impossibly bobbing 
almost out of reach like a float in a turbulent sea, the Great Commandment is securely 
anchored to a parable of grace so electric with hope that in your wildest dreams you 
can almost imagine yourself as the Good Samaritan just because it is really doable!   
     You only have to get past the mess of the moment to see the opportunity of love for 
a lifetime.  But clean up after a fish fry?  Are you kidding?  Bandaging the wounds of a 
victim? What if I get AIDS? These questions, and others more subtle, derail the mission 
of a would-be Samaritan ï and a would-be church ï from doing the mission of Jesus.  
For the stark reality for any of us is that it is far easier to ignore the mess than to be 
the neighbor.   
     Milfred Minatrea in Shaped by Godôs Heart defines the dilemma facing the church 
and missional leaders by distinguishing ñcurrent realityò from ñpreferred futureò.  He 
writes, ñMissional leaders assess their current reality with accuracyé..They also see a 
preferred future that results if the church is shaped by Godôs hearté..The primary task 
of the missional leader is to maintain creative tension between the current reality and 
the preferred futureé..Churches make a grave error when they fail to assess their 
current state accuratelyé..We must know where we are to know which way to go .ò   
     For us as a district the current reality is that exactly 50% of our churches received 
no neighbors by profession of their faith into church membership this year.  The 
preferred future of being shaped by Godôs heart embraces evangelism and discipleship!  
But come on.  Is it really  as simple as a Guysô Night Out? 
     Tom Nees wrote, ñGrowth occurs when congregations are convinced that their 
target audience is the unchurched public on the outside. They know that their own 
vitality is dependent upon turning the church inside out, giv ing up their ópreferencesô 
and making the accommodations necessary to reach and retain new people.ò  
     What do you as a pastor or church need to give up? Allow the Lord to set your free 
enough so that conformity to custom does not blind you to the prefe rred future of 
reaching the unchurched. Whatever else holiness looks like it should be large enough to 
make our mission clear and friendly enough to make our mission neighborly. 
     Palmerôs Grocery was just down the graveled alley behind the church in Texarkana.  
It was a big deal for me to go there on errands for mom.  It was small, homey and 
folksy ï safe enough even for a kid like me.  Frank the meat -cutter saved dog bones for 
me and always asked about my dog.  They didnôt have a grocery store mission 
statement in those days, but they had an employee who knew how to be nice to kids.  
The Piggly Wiggly store across the street had a lot more aisles and choices but nobody 
knew me over there.  
     Minatrea says, ñFor missional churches the goal is to equip more people to live as 
authentic disciples of Jesus Christ.  In our bigger-is-better world, where Mom and Pop 
stores are lost to big-box discount stores, small has been associated with unsuccessful. 
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 But we still hunger for the intimacy of a small restaura nt where food is prepared with 
detailed authenticity.  We still choose the small auto repair shop where we trust the 
mechanicôs skill and honesty.  The measure of success is ultimately not about size, but 
about service.ò   
      First, then, keep your mission clear.  Second, love your neighbor now.    
                                    THIRD, GIVE YOUR HEART AWAY  
     Do you remember ï how could you forget ï when you gave your heart away to the 
one you love? Sometimes itôs ñlove at first sightò, sometimes itôs ñlook before you leapò.  
It might begin with infatuation where you run the risk of making a fool of yourself.  But 
if you truly fall in love, you only run the risk of stumbling all over yourself.  
      For me, it was something like love at first sigh t.  As you can imagine for Karen, it 
took a little more observation.  I was persistent, she was polite.  I was engaging, 
charming, witty. She was longsuffering.   
     Opening your heart to neighbors presents a different dynamic but a similar roll of 
the dice ï the chance of failure, a ñthanks but no thanks.ò  Hanging out with people we 
trust is safer than giving unconditional love to some stranger at a fish fry.  When we 
dive into murky waters to rescue the perishing, or when we love an immature fool of a 
rebel, or counsel an elder brother who remains stiff and unyielding, we face being 
swamped or put in our place.   
     As dear as the concept of agape love is to us Wesleyans, it often eludes, it often 
bedevils us ï to use an uncomfortable figure of speech ï because we who officially 
embrace holiness as doctrine must deal faithfully with holiness as practice.  How risky 
can it be to open your heart like that?  
     C.S. Lewis in The Four Loves said, ñTo love at all is to be vulnerable.  Love anything, 
and your heart will certainly be wrung and possibly be broken.  If you want to make 
sure of keeping your heart in tact, you must give it to no one, not even to an animal.  
Wrap it carefully round with hobbies and little luxuries; avoid all entanglements; lock it  
up safe in the casket or coffin of your selfishness.  But in that casket ï safe, dark, 
motionless, airless ï your heart will change.  It will not be broken; it will become 
unbreakable, impenetrable, irredeemable.  The alternative to tragedy, or at least t o the 
risk of tragedy, is damnation.  The only place outside Heaven where you can be 
perfectly safe from all the dangers of love ï is Hell.ò   
     But who would give their heart away with such abandon ï such joy ï as to dare 
expose it to the raw wind of r ejection? Where do you find so brave a lover? In the  
Prodigal Son parable our emotions seesaw, and we are squeezed tightly between the 
music and dancing made for one son and the seething contempt another son makes for 
himself.  In a material way we know t hat the word ñprodigalò fits both boys ï the 
younger for his self-indulgence, and the older for his self -righteousness.  But in an 
eerily prophetic way, these sons of selfishness remind us of our own culture.  
     We are not fooled! No, we have been around too long and seen too much to be 
duped by those who practice either greed or judgmentalism.  But we are not prepared 
for something so grand as to seem beyond human reach.  Jesus creates a beckoning 
irony: the father who had every right to be punitive is,  instead, mercifully gracious and 
fore-bearing in the way he treats both sons!  And the timeless parable of two kids who
